GOALS OF THE COMPETITION 

To reinforce intercultural dialogue between the EU and Russia, to promote children's artistry in European countries and involve in this process children of different Russian regions, countries of Europe and CIS.
Developing and expansion of the relationship and cultural collaboration between the representatives of             younger generations of the countries.
To discover gifted performers, broadening contacts between countries and offering opportunities for changing cultural achievements.
Encouraging the development of artistic youth ensembles, creation of supportive environment for children’s artistic dialogue, providing an opportunity to learn different cultures and arts of other countries.
Providing assistance to help children express their artistic potential.
Shaping and improving the aesthetic taste of the audiences.  
ORGANIZERS OF THE COMPETITION
The Competition is organized by the company “Well” in partnership with the St-Petersburg State Conservatory named after Rimsky-Korsakov, the specialized musical school of the Saint-Petersburg Conservatory and Leopold Mozart-Zentrum (Germany).
PLACE AND DATES
The events will be held in Augsburg, Germany with the following schedule:

29.07.13 departure of the participants
RULES OF THE COMPETITION
The Competition is open to individuals or groups of children and young people from the ages of 5 to 25. 

COMPETITION REQUIREMENTS 
Contestants can enter the competition in four age groups:

10 years old and under

11-14 years old

15-17 years old 

18-25 years old.

COMPETITION DISCIPLINES
Piano (solo, ensembles)

Folk instruments (solo, ensembles)
String instruments

Chamber ensembles

Singing (solo, duets and ensembles up to 10 singers)

PROGRAM  
The competition program may include compositions of Russian and foreign composers of 18, 19 and 20 centuries but no more than one piece from one epoch including, on the participant’s choice:

-composition by Leopold Mozart
-composition by Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart
Academic Vocal 
1st round (preliminary round) will be held in St-Petersburg (Russia).

Program :

-aria or canzone of Italian composer of 17-18 centuries

-romance or song composed in participant’s native country  
Program duration - up to 10 minutes

2nd round will be held in Augsburg, Germany
Program :
-vocal composition by Mozart (song, concert aria, aria from opera or oratorio) 

-opera aria of the 19th century composer (for 15-17 and 18-25 age categories only)  

-any piece composed in participant’s native country  
Note: 1 piece from 1st round is allowed.
Program duration - up to 15 minutes
Piano/String instruments
1st round (preliminary round) will be held in St-Petersburg (Russia).

Program : 

-etude
-piece or composition of large-scale form
Program duration - up to 10 minutes

2nd round will be held in Augsburg, Germany
Program :
-2 or 3 compositions including that of Mozart
Note: 1 piece from 1st round is allowed.
Program duration - up to 15 minutes
Wind instruments/Folk instruments/chamber ensembles
1st round (preliminary round) will be held in St-Petersburg (Russia).

Program : 

-2 compositions from different epochs
Program duration - up to 10 minutes
2nd round will be held in Augsburg, Germany
Program :
-2 or 3 compositions including that of Mozart
Note: 1 piece from 1st round is allowed.
Program duration - up to 15 minutes
The competition offers the participants to have the opportunity to play together and with musicians from different countries in ensembles e.g., piano and violin, piano and piano.  
REGULATIONS OF THE COMPETITION
Each program should be grouped by age.
Ensembles and groups in all disciplines

 2- 3 concert pieces, maximum duration of 15 minutes
Soloists and duets in classic disciplines

2-3 concert pieces, maximum duration of 15 minutes
The panel of judges will choose the winners according to the following criteria:
 - mastery of performance
- quality of the sound of instrument

- originality of performance and participant’s musicality

- artistry
The Jury members will assess each performance by awarding points on a scale of 1 to 10, where

1 is the lowest score and 10 is the highest. The best performers are those who received the 

maximum number of points. All decisions of the jury will be final.

JURY
The Jury consists of the representatives of Russian festivals and competition for young performers, Honored Artists of Russia, as well as teachers and professors of the St-Petersburg State Conservatory named after Rimsky-Korsakov and institutions of higher music education of Germany.
Artistic Director of the competition -  Savely Shalman, Honored Culture Worker of Russia, Candidate of Art Criticism, chairman of string section of educational center of administration of St-Petersburg, holder of Honorary Order of Administration of St-Petersburg, winner of the contest “Teacher of the Year in Russia”.
